This pad is designed to help girls learn all about Girl Scout Cookies. Suggestions:

» Have girls taste cookies . Ask girls to write their own descriptions. Have them rank their
favorites on a large voting board!

* Play Cookie bingo . Have bingo cards made with pictures of Girl Scout cookies. When calling out
the "numbers" don'’t just say "B — Peanut Butter Sandwich." Instead, say "B — crunchy oatmeal
cookies with creamy peanut butter filling." Download sample cards at www.abcsmartcookies.com ,
Council section, Downloads & Links.

» Have a Cookie Walk . Tape pictures of cookies and a "free spaces" to the floor in a circle. You'll
also need pieces of paper in a box with the names of the cookies and one piece with “free” on it.
Ask the girls to stand on a space and turn on some music. The girls will walk around the circle as
the music plays. When the music stops, draw out a piece a paper and the girl standing on the
matching spot gets to taste that cookie or if she is on a free space, she may taste the cookie of her
choice.

» Bakery Tour. Download the cool new bakery tour video from www.abcsmartcookies.com and set up
a viewing station.

This pad is all about making sure girls know how to stay safe while selling.
Suggestions:

* Invite a local police officer to talk to girls about personal safety while
selling cookies and at all times.

* Review safe selling practices such as to look both ways when
crossing streets, not to go inside customers’ homes or approach cars
to sell cookies, etc.

* Practice going door to door . Get a large refrigerator or freezer box
from a local store. Cut a "door" on one side and decorate like a house
(girls can do this). Stage someone inside the "house" and let girls knock on
the door and practice their selling and safety skills.



This pad focuses on goal setting — a valuable life skill and a key to success. Suggestions:

* Discuss cookie goals . How many boxes do they want to sell? What do they want to learn?

» Have girls make a "personal billboard"  advertising that they are and what they want to
accomplish through the cookie sale. Have markers/crayons and paper available. You can also turn
this into a poster contest!

» Set up a computer that girls can log on to the Catc  h Goals page at www.abcsmartcookies.com.
At the website, girls can and click Girls, then Catch Goals. Enter their first name and 5-digit troop
number, and then set their goals to have their best Cookie Sale ever.

» Give each girl a “lily pad” to decorate  and write out her personal sales and learning goals. Tape
on a large blue background “pond.” Display in council office or other special events during the sale.

This station gives girls great selling ideas to help them meet their sales goals. Suggestions:

* Brainstorm all the things they can do to reach their sales goals. Post the steps on a
large flipchart. Ideas might be: serve samples at a booth sale, sell at a special event, ask your mom
and dad to take you to their workplace so you can sell cookies to their co-workers, etc.

* Pick four to five ideas with the group and spend a little time discussing the ideas together. For
instance, if they want to have samples, discuss what kind they think customers want to sample; or if
mom takes order card to work that the girl should write a personal note to attach to it.

» Set up a Cookie booth set up in disarray  and have girls “spy” what is wrong
with the booth.

» Cookie Twister. Put a new twist on an old favorite! Use a Twister game or make your own using
fabric, a tarp or a large bed sheet. Instead of colors, use cookies as the circles on the game board.
Place the names of the cookies on the spinners. So put your left hand on
Daisy Go Rounds and your right foot on Thin Mints and twist away!

» Game Show Bonanza. Make learning even more fun by borrowing from a favorite game show
format. You can play 1 versus 100, Who Wants to Be A Millionaire, Are You Smarter than a Fifth
Grader or $25,000 Pyramid.
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
