Please call your daughter’s Troop
Cookie Manager, Troop Leader or
the Girl Scout Regional Office.

By participating in the cookie sale, girls learn important life skills, including:
» How to set and achieve personal goals
» Responsibility and teamwork
» Communication, business and math skills

* Introduce herself as a Girl Scout.

» Share her personal sales goal.

* State that she is selling cookies for $3.50 per box.

» Name the varieties of cookies available.

* Tell when she will deliver the cookies.

* Collect money at the time of delivery.

* Be friendly, girls should thank every customer
whether they buy cookies or not.

* Sort cookies and attach a thank you note to each order.

* Attach a note from her to an order card that you take to your workplace.

The new Safety-Wise Update states: Girls can use
e-mail and age-appropriate Internet functions as
online marketing tools to let family, friends and
former customers know about the sale and collect
indications of interest. Any use of the Internet as an
online marketing tool by councils and girls must
adhere to current GSUSA and Internet provider
guidelines related to: safety, internet etiquette, age
requirements, parent permission, adult oversight
and council jurisdiction.

This means girls may promote the cookie sale and take cookie orders via
email and text messaging. Girls 13 and older may also use social
networking sites, such as Facebook, MySpace, and Twitter, as long as
they have a parent’s permission, are under adult supervision, and follow
Safety-Wise guidelines. Girls 13 and older may use YouTube for
marketing, but must have parental permission and council approval of what
is to be posted.

As a Girl Scout, girls must never use or post a personal e-mail, personal
street address, or phone number on a site. Instead use an adult’'s e-mail
address or troop/group e-mail address that is monitored by an adult.

Girls must direct customers to an offline point of sale for payment
and cookie delivery.  Under no circumstances can girls or their parents
take money over the internet for a Girl Scout product sale or sell cookies
through online auction sites such as e-Bay or Craigs List.

All girls must read and sign the revised Girl Scout Internet Safety Pledge
with a parent or guardian, if they are using the Internet. Access the form at
www.girlscouts.org. Please reference www.Imk.qgirlscouts.org for guidance
around social network safety.




The Cookie Share program gives girls an opportunity to learn
about philanthropy and community service.

Girl Scouts of Kansas Heartland should sell
cookies within our 80-county jurisdiction.
There are no restrictions, however, on
where girls can sell within our Council. No
girl or troop has exclusive right to any town,
area or street.

Troop and girls may not set up booths at
businesses without permission from their
Regional Office. Selling cookies in a
business setting without girl involvement
does not support our position that this is a
girl activity and is prohibited.

This is a special event for the top two
cookie sellers in each region. The event
will be held on Saturday, May 15, 2010
in Wichita, KS. Girls will be notified
individually and sent a special invitation.

Girls may apply cookie credits as follows:

Grade indicated is the grade at the time of the cookie sale in which the credits were earned.

Girls in Kindergarten to 12 " Grade
0 May apply cookie credits toward summer program fees, council event fees
(must register for event prior to November 15, 2010) or to purchase items
from the Girl Scouts of Kansas Heartland Council Shops.

o May apply cookie credits toward council-approved trips, troop trips (must follow
Safety-Wise and Leader-Wise guidelines) or destination.

Girls in Sixth to 12th Grade
0 May store cookie credits from year to year in order to apply them toward
a long-range council approved trip (including troop trip) or destination.

o Credits will be automatically stored after November 15, 2010 for girls in
sixth through12™ grade.

Graduating Girl Scout Ambassadors  may apply their cookie credits to lifetime
Girl Scout memberships. Must be submitted to the council by September 8, 2010.

High School Graduates must use their cookie credits by September 30, 2010.

Cookie Credits
Expire November 15, 2010 (except sixth to 12th grade, please see above).
Cannot be redeemed for cash.
Are applied only to programs in which the girl is eligible to participate.
May be applied toward all or part of a program fee or purchase.
May be shared by girls living in the same household.
May not be used for trading post at summer programs.

Does my daughter have to participate in the Cookie Sale Program?

The Girl Scout Cookie Program is not just about cookies. This annual activity offers a hands-on opportunity to
learn entrepreneurial skills as part of the Girl Scout Leadership Experience. We find that most girls enjoy this
activity and look forward to it each year. Participation in this activity is voluntary and requires written permission by
a parent or guardian. The Cookie Sale is a way for girls to finance their Girl Scout activities and special projects.
The Cookie Sale also helps provide all girls the opportunity to participate in Girl Scouting.

What if | can’t reach a customer for delivery?
Please make three attempts to deliver cookies to a customer. If you're still unsuccessful contacting the customer,
you may sell the cookies to another customer.

Are cookie purchases tax deductible?

Yes and no. Cookies purchases for personal or group consumption are not tax deductible. However, cookies
purchased for our Cookie Share Program, where the customer does not receive the cookies or benefit directly by
paying for the cookies, are tax deductible.

Can a customer write a check for cookies?

Girls should only take checks from people they know, and checks should be made payable to the troop. Girls
should only accept checks with the customer’'s name, address, and phone number imprinted on the check.
Please write the customer’s driver’s license number on the check and don’t accept checks over $50.00.

What if a customer is not satisfied with the cookie s?
Contact your Regional Girl Scout Office, if for any reason a customer is not satisfied with a box of Girl Scout
Cookies that they purchased.
